demolition and ROSE COTTAGE from disfigurement, the refurbishment of the Mill Lane
SWING PARK, the fitting of a new mechanism to the PICTON CLOCK, the tightening-up of
Conservation Controls within Wavertree GARDEN SUBURB, the saving of SANDOWN PLAYING
FIELDS from development, the modification of SHOPFRONT DESIGNS in the High Street, the
imposition of TREE PRESERVATION ORDERS on the Cenacle Convent and Olive Mount
Hospital sites, the NAMING OF STREETS after historical sites and personalities, the retention
of the historic LAMB inn name, the restoration of the former SMALLEST HOUSE fagade, the
creation of a LINEAR PARK within the Olive Mount Redevelopment, the removal of
